The cans are allowed to cool.





The contents are cooked, under pressure, for exactly the right amount of time.





A measured amount of peas is poured into the can, along with the liquid that they are to be cooked in. This happens on a conveyor belt.





The cans are stacked and taken to large cookers called retorts.





The peas are removed from the pods and washed by a series of machines.





A truck takes the freshly harvested peas to the cannery which will be close to the growing areas.





Peas are grown in the field.





When ripe, the peas are harvested, usually by a machine.





The filled cans travel along the conveyor belt and a lid is sealed on to the top.





The labelled cans are stacked onto pallets and taken to warehouses.





The cans join another conveyor belt, where the label is stuck on.
