To write an interview with Nicolas Appert, using a playscript format. 





Introduce the Nicolas Appert cartoon to the children. They could have their own, photocopied versions, or it could be displayed on the OHP. This cartoon tells a story about Nicolas Appert coming back from the past to see how his invention has progressed. He meets with a family and learns how the canning process has developed.





Read the cartoon with the children and discuss what a difference the canning process has made to all of our lives. We owe much of this to Nicolas Appert, who pioneered this process.





The children now imagine that they have the opportunity to interview Nicolas before he is whisked away in his spacecraft! They must try to think what they would want to ask him about his time back on Earth and how he feels about seeing the modern canning process.





The children must lay their interview out like a playscript showing what they, as the interviewer, would like to ask Nicolas and then what he replies. Encourage them to think about exciting, open questions that would encourage Nicolas to answer in an interesting and informative way.
