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- How cans are made.





 How two and three piece cans are made.





To appreciate the processes involved in the manufacture of two and three-piece welded cans.


To locate information from a text source.


To complete a sequential text activity based on the can manufacturing process.














Start the lesson by asking the children how cans are made. Using brainstorming, they can make their own diagram of how they think a can is made. Share these ideas with the rest of the class.





Share the text in Activity sheet 1a and 1b with the children. This could be done using the text on the OHP. A class discussion could consider how close their ideas were to the two real processes. In groups, children are given Activity Sheet 2 and 3 asked to sort the sentences into the correct order to explain how the three-piece and two-piece cans are made. 





These sentences could then be glued onto an A3 piece of paper as a flow diagram, showing the can making process. Children could then illustrate the diagram with their own ideas as to what the machines would look like that carry out each of the stages in the can making process.





A class discussion could consider processes used to make other everyday familiar items, such as kitchen utensils; a whisk, tin opener, potato peeler etc. They could then design the different machines that will make each of the parts for these items.
