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- How children can work together


   to improve the environment.





 We CAN improve the planet!





To devise a strategy to encourage more families of children in school to recycle food cans.


To understand how to measure the success of the strategy.


To make appropriate graphs.


To work together to improve the environment.








Remind the children of the benefits to the environment of recycling steel cans. (i.e. Less waste in landfill, less new materials need to be dug out of the ground to make steel, less energy is used in making steel from scrap.) 


Tell the children that they could encourage more families of children in school to recycle steel cans.


Show the children the replies to the questionnaire sent home, before the project began, on the steel can recycling habits of parents of children in the class or school.


Depending on the number of replies organise the class so all the children can be involved in counting the number of families who:


always recycled steel cans; sometimes recycled steel cans; never recycled steel cans.





Tally the results and help the children make age appropriate graphs (Bar charts, Pie Graphs) of the responses. The children could process the information on ICT.





Now ask the children how they would encourage more families of children in school to recycle steel cans.


Show the children some of their posters from the previous lesson. Elicit ideas such as:


The children could devise a letter to be sent home to parents.


A contribution could be drafted for a school or PTA newsletter.


Posters could be displayed prominently and copies could be sent home.


The children could devise an assembly to which parents are invited. Plays, songs, raps and artwork could be displayed.


Agree on a strategy and discuss how to put the plan into action.








Ask the children how they would know if they have been successful and changed family habits, improved the environment and encouraged more recycling.





Elicit or explain that the families could be asked to complete a second questionnaire after the children have put their plan into action. The children would make another graph to see if there was any improvement.





Put the plan into action and when the children are successful persuade them to tell all the parents, head teacher, governors, local newspaper etc. and celebrate their achievement. WE CAN improve the planet!





The school could contact the recycling officer at the local council, explaining that they want to recycle the steel cans and ask:





Where are the facilities to collect them locally


(if there are none) why are there no collection facilities, because they want to recycle and the steel plant needs the cans
